APPLICANT REQUEST:

Steve's Chowechilla Land, LLC is seeking approval of Conditional Use PermitVariance
No. 17-0002 to allow a 25-foot tall, free-standing, double-faced sign in the Institutional
Zone located along SR 99. Also proposed as part of the sign, is an Electronic
Messaging Board (EMB) component which would be 147 square feet in face area size,
however exact design is still being finalized. The sign would be operated and
maintained by Community Electronic Informational Signage (CEIS), LLC.

The Applicant is also seeking approval of Variance 17-0002 to allow for an Electronic
Message Board (EMB) as a component of their sign. According to the City’s Municipal
Code, EMBs shall only be permitted as a monument type sign structure, not to exceed
10-feet. A variance is therefore required in order to secure approvals for allowing the
EMB on a free-standing sign structure (Chowchilla Municipal Code Section
18.66.162(B)(7)). The EMB as proposed has a face area of approximately 147 square
feet. The Variance will also cover the Applicant’s request to operate the sign 24 hours a
day. This would deviate from the standard that states that EMBs shall not be operated
between the hours of midnight and 6:00 a.m.

HISTORY / BACKGROUND:

CEIS (Community Electronic Informational Signage) is a company that installs signage
that have electronic digital components to them. CEIS is proposing to install one at the
southern edge of Steve's Chevrolet, adjacent to State Route 99. The location was
chosen by CEIS because of its proximity to the exit ramp from northbound SR 99 to
Robertson Blvd and will realize a maximum audience due to high traffic volumes at that
location. Other sites along northbound SR 99 were problematic on account of trees
obstructing visibility.
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This sign will serve as a community electronic information sign which will be available
for local business in the community to utilize for advertising purposes to passing
vehicles along SR 99, CEIS will cover 100% of the cost of the monument and sign, as
well as on-going maintenance of the sign and adjacent landscape. CEIS will offset the
cost of construction and on-going maintenance expenses by utilizing local advertising to
create income. CEIS will give first priority to City of Chowchilla businesses. The City of
Chowchilla will also be given time on the sign at no cost. CEIS will provide the City with
one lot of time each advertising cycle, which equates to roughly 14% of time for
community messages. Also, at no cost the City, CEIS will reasonably assist the City in
designing up to six digital images in each calendar year for the messages that the City
wishes to display. The sign can be pre-empted by emergency services including Amber
Alerts, severe weather announcements, Department of Homeland Security, and
Chowchilla Police and Fire Departments.

The digital sign will produce static images that are changed via computer typically every
6 to 8 seconds. The sign will NOT scroll, flash, or feature motion pictures. The sign will
be equipped with ambient light sensors to ensure the least amount of brightness for the
time of day or weather condition.

An Operating Agreement was approved by the Chowchilla City Council on September
13, 2016 with CEIS for the operation and on-going maintenance of the community sign.
The proposed Agreement would grant CEIS the exclusive right to operate the sign for a
term of 15 years. During the term of the Agreement, CEIS will be responsible for
operating and maintaining the sign and all associated costs including electricity and
adjacent landscape. At the end of the term, the City, at its sole discretion, may grant an
extension of the Agreement for a mutually agreeable duration of time. According to the
City Council Staff Report dated September 13, 2016, the Federal Highway Safety
Commission has endorsed these types of signs stating that they are safe and “do not
appear to compromise the safety of the motoring public” (Federal Register, April 2,
2002, volume 87 number 63).

FINANCIAL IMPACT:

CEIS will cover 100% of the sign costs and all associated on-going maintenance costs.

ENVIRONMENTAL REVIEW ANALYSIS:

The project is exempt from CEQA pursuant to Section 15061(b)(3). The activity is
covered by the general rule that CEQA applies only to projects which have the potential
for causing a significant effect on the environment. Where it can be seen with certainty
that there is no possibility that the activity in question may have a significant effect on
the environment, the activity is not subject to CEQA.

AIRPORT REVIEW ANALYSIS:

The project site is located within Chowchilla Municipal Airport's Zone C2 — Primary
Traffic Pattern Zone, of the Madera Countywide Airport Land Use Compatibility Plan
(ALUCP). According to Table 3B, Compatibility Zone Delineation, airspace concern is
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generally with object heights greater than 150" above runway elevation in this
zone. The proposed sign base is roughly the same elevation as the airport runway, and
the proposed sign height is 25 feet above the runway height. Therefore the proposed
sigh location and height are consistent with the ALUCP.

Planning Commission Conditional Use Permit Findings

The Planning Commission, before granting a conditional use permit, must make all of
the following findings, (CMC 18.81.040).

A.

The site for the proposed use is adequate in size and shape to
accommodate said use and all yards, spaces, walls and fences, parking,
loading, landscaping and other features required by this title to adjust said
use with land and uses in the neighborhood.

The subject parcel is subject to the provisions of the Institutional Zone District,
however the City currently does not have adopted standards for the Institutional
District. Surrounding parcels are zoned C-3 (General and Service Commercial)
and C-2 (Central Business Commercial) and the project site is bordered by SR-
99 on one side. Directly to the north of the proposed sign location is Steve’s
Chevrolet.

For compatrison purposes, a similar sign across the street at the Las Palmas Car
dealership was approved at the April 2016 Planning Commission Meeting. The
sign is 30-feet in height and approximately 84 square feet in face area. This sign
contains an LED electronic message board component as well.

Although there are no development standard provisions for the Institutional Zone
district, for comparison purposes, for the surrounding C-2 and C-3 districts, on
premises free-standing signs may exceed 20 feet in height and sixty square feet
in face area, subject to first securing a conditional use permit.

The site for the proposed use relates to streets and highways adequate in
width and pavement type to carry the quantity and kind of traffic generated
by the proposed use.

The proposed electronic community sign will not directly increase traffic along SR
99.

. The proposed use will have no adverse effect upon adjoining or other

properties. In making this determination, the Commission shall consider
the proposed location of improvements on the site; vehicular ingress,
egress and internal circulation; setbacks; height of buildings; walls and
fences; landscaping; outdoor lighting; signs; and such other
characteristics as will affect surrounding property.
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The proposed signage will have no adverse effects upon adjoining or other
adjacent properties. The sign will be maintained by CEIS. The illumination and
light settings for the sign are set to comply with all applicable standards to not
visually interfere with passing vehicles along SR 99 during both the daytime and
nighttime hours. The sign is designed to automatically adjust the brightness as
ambient light levels change. There are no surrounding sensitive uses that would
be impacted by the sign operating 24 hours. Additionally, it was determined that
the sign would be in compliance with the Madera County Airport Land use
Compatibility Plan and therefore would not interfere with the nearby Chowchilla
Airport.

D. That the proposed use is consistent with the objectives and policies of the
Chowchilla General Plan.

The subject property is designated Service Commercial Highway in the General
Plan. Uses allowed under this designation include freeway (travel) oriented
businesses, businesses which have both retail and service components, and
other businesses which can be located in a commercial area and not create a
nuisance or interfere with normal commercial activities. The proposed sign will
serve to compliment not only the businesses in this district, but the business in all
commercial districts by allowing the opportunity for these businesses to advertise
on this sign.

E. That the conditions established by the Commission for the conditional use
permit are deemed necessary to protect the public health, safety and
general welfare.

If CUPNariance Application No. 17-0002 is approved by the Commission, the
conditions of approval will protect the public heaith, safety and general welfare.

Planning Commission Variance Findings

The Planning Commission, before granting a variance, must make ali of the following
findings, (CMC 18.81.160):

A. That because of special circumstances applicable to the subject property,
including the size, shape, topography, location or surroundings (but not
including monetary hardship), the strict application of the provisions of
this title deprives the subject property of privileges enjoyed by other
properties in the vicinity and under identical zoning district classification.

Section 18.86.162(b)(7) of the City’s Municipal Code states that Electronic
Message Boards (EMB) shall only be permitted as a monument type sign
structure with a height not to exceed 10-feet. The iocation and setback of the
property would render the sign ineffective and make this provision problematic to
adhere to, given the fact that the sign location would be set back from Freeway
99 by approximately 30 feet. In addition, the site sits at a lower elevation than the
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freeway. Given these circumstances, the maximum allowance of a 10-foot tall
EMB monument sign would deprive the subject property of privileges enjoyed by
other properties, as this sign would not be visible by the high speeds of the
passing vehicles on the freeway. The variance would grant the subject property
the right to allow for the EMB to be a part of the proposed 25-foot tall free-
standing sign.

. That the granting of the variance will not be materially detrimental to the
public welfare, or injurious to the property or improvements in the vicinity
or district in which the property is located.

The granting of this variance will not be materially detrimental to the public
welfare or injurious to properties in the vicinity. No environmental impacts are
associated with the proposed sign. Conditions are proposed to mitigate any
potential concerns.

. The granting of the variance will not adversely affect the Chowchilla
general plan, any adopted specific plan, or the purposes of this Title. (the
Zoning Ordinance)

As noted above, the variance would allow an electronic message board to be a
part of a free-standing sign. General Plan policies do not address electronic
message boards. If approved, the Commission would find that the variance will
not adversely affect the purposes of the Zoning Ordinance.

. That any conditions established by the commission for the variance are
deemed necessary to protect the public health, safety and general welfare.

If Variance No. 17-0001 is approved by the Commission, any and all conditions
established by the commission will protect the public health, safety and general
welfare.
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STAFF RECOMMENDATION:

Staff believes the required findings can be made and recommends approval of
Conditional Use Permit/Variance No. 17-0002.

PLANNING COMMISSION ACTION:

ATTACHMENT 1 - CONDITIONS OF APPROVAL:

. The Applicant will be required to obtain all necessary building permits for the sign.

Please contact the building department at (559) 665-8615 ext, 410 for more information
and to receive the application.

Prior to issuance of building permits, the Applicant shall submit any applicable Caltrans
permit approvals to the City of Chowchilla.

The EMB shall be fitted with a photocell dimmer and shall automatically adjust the
brightness of the message based on the time of day. The light from an EMB shall not be
of an intensity or brightness that will create glare or other negative impact on properties
in direct line of sight to the sign.

The EMB shall be turned off in the event of malfunction or damage.

The EMB display shall not contain blinking, flashing or animation. A message and its
background shall remain fixed for a minimum of six seconds. During the six second
period sign illumination shall be maintained in intensity, color and pattern.

Text shall be changed only through the use of subtle transitions, as determined
acceptable by the planning division designee.

The EMB display shall not be used in a manner so as to be confused with traffic control
devices.

There shall be a continuously maintained landscaped area surrounding the base of the
monument sign.

The electronic message board shall be maintained in good operating condition and
external appearance at all times.

A public health and safety emergency message is required to be displayed when
requested by the City of Chowchilla.

The sign shall never contain obscene material nor advertise any adult matter, tobacco
products, or casinos.

The planning commission may impose modified, additional, or more restrictive,
requirements as deemed necessary to effectively implement the intent of section
18.66.162 of the City’s Municipal Code.
